We are in the midst of our annual budget season!  The proposed 2026 Bud-
get is currently in its preparation stage. On behalf of the Budget & Finance 
Committee, I would like to extend our gratitude to all those who submitted 
their ideas and suggestions for the upcoming 2026 annual budget season.  

We appreciate all residents and clubs 
who have taken the time and effort to 
contribute to the budgetary planning 
process.  

Florida House Bill 913 (HB 913), 
effective July 1, 2025, brings signifi-
cant reforms aimed at strengthening 
condominium operations, transpar-
ency, and safety across Florida. One 
of the key updates is the extension of 
the deadline to complete the Structural Integrity Reserve Study (SIRS), now 
due by December 31, 2025, instead of 2024. Condominium associations are 
also required to report the status of milestone inspections annually to the 
Department of Business and Professional Regulation (DBPR), which will 
forward the information to the state legislature. To avoid confusion, the law 
clarifies that these milestone inspection requirements apply to buildings with 
three or more habitable stories.

The legislation lowers the digital record-keeping threshold from 150 units 
to 25, meaning more condominium associations will now be required to post 
official records online. It also mandates board meetings to be held in person 
at a physical location and may be also attended virtually. These meetings 
need to be recorded and archived as official records. Meeting minutes and 
recordings must be posted within 30 days. Boards must post meeting notices, 
digital records (for condos with 25+ units), and manager details online.  Video 
meetings must be recorded and stored.

HB 913 also mandates adequate property insurance and supports electronic 
voting.

Although Wynmoor feels safe and comfortable, we must remain vigilant. 
Scam artists are always looking for ways to take advantage of unsuspecting 
residents. Never share your personal information with anyone you don’t 
fully trust. If you notice anything suspicious or unusual, please report it 
immediately. Remember: “See Something, Say Something.” Your aware-
ness helps keep our community safe.  Please remember to lock your doors, 
windows and cars.

From the stillness of your 
heart’s core reach out. Remind yourself that all you see and hear may not 
be true or at the least may not directly affect you. As you remain calm and 
you will spread calm.

3. Make contact with people whom you normally ignore
When you are grateful, your heart is open—open towards others, open 

for surprise. When disasters hit, we often see remarkable examples of this 
openness: strangers helping strangers sometimes in heroic ways. Try making 
contact with people whom you normally overlook or avoid with the cashier 
at the supermarket, someone on the elevator, the mail carrier, a beggar. Look 
a stranger in the eyes today and you will realize that there are no strangers.

4. Give someone an unexpected smile today
Smiling uses 32 muscles in your face… Not only will you feel uplifted, but 

you will uplift others. When you are grateful and smile you know that you 
belong, you say “yes” to life. This “yes” is the essence of love. A smile will 
put your “yes” into action. Don’t let it matter to you whether or not the other 
person smiles back. Give someone an unexpected smile today and contribute 
your share to creating peace on earth.

5.  When you listen to the news today, put at least one item to the test 
of common sense

What your gratefulness does for yourself is as important as what it does for 
others. Gratefulness boosts your sense of belonging; your sense of belonging 
in turn boosts your “common sense.”

The Many Reasons To Avoid Probate
By Martin Zevin, Attorney

You have heard that Probate is something to 
avoid; however, unless you have been through it, 
you may not understand why. Here are some basic 
facts about probate in Florida:

1.	 Full Probate (assets over $75,000 or under 
$75,000 with creditors) takes at least six months 
to a year or longer.  During that time, the assets 
being probated are tied up. If your heirs want to 
sell your home in probate, they must go through 
a formal process. This includes filing a Petition to 
administer the Estate. If successful, the Judge of 
the Probate Court will sign an Order called Letters 
of Administration. This could take one to three 
months.

2.	 The next step is Notice to Creditors published in a newspaper. This 
must be done even if there are no creditors. Creditors have 90 days from 
the date of first publication to file a claim against the Estate. Nothing can 
be done regarding distribution of the assets until after the ninety days.

3.	 A tax id number from the IRS must be obtained for the Estate. Once 
the Personal Representative (Executor) obtains the Letters of Administration 
and the tax id number, an Estate account can be opened to transfer any funds 
from an account or future proceeds from the sale of a home or other real 
estate. If real estate is involved, a court order is generally necessary to allow 
the closing and another court order may be necessary to distribute proceeds.

4.	 A formal Inventory must be filed listing exact date of death values of 
all assets being probated.

5.	 A formal accounting may be necessary if all beneficiaries do not agree 
to waive it.

6.	 Once all distributions are made, the Estate cannot be closed without 
another court order.

7.	 If an estate asset is discovered after the Personal Representative has been 
discharged by the court, the Estate must be reopened, and more formalities 
must be followed.

8.	 The attorney’s fees can be quite high, depending on the value of 

the Estate.  Florida law authorizes a 3% fee on 
the first million dollars, and a sliding percentage 
thereafter.  The Personal Representative can 
negotiate with the lawyer for a lower fee.  If the 
Estate is valued at $700,000 and the fee is reduced 
from 3% to 2%, that is still a $14,000 fee, plus about 
$1,000 in court costs for filing fees, publication in 
the newspaper, etc. An attorney can also charge an 
hourly rate, but this could easily exceed the 3%, 
particularly on smaller estates.

9.	 The Personal Representative will probably 
need to pay money out of pocket for initial costs 
and a Retainer for the attorney, plus funeral bills 

if not already pre-paid.  In addition, if real estate is involved, the Personal 
Representative may have to pay taxes, utilities, maintenance, mortgage 
payments etc. until access to Estate funds is authorized. The Personal 
Representatives will reimburse themselves at that time, but it could cause 
hardship if personal funds are limited.

10.	 A l l  o f  t he  above  i s  s t r e s s fu l  and  t ime  consuming 
for the Personal Representative. Although a fee is allowed, this 
could be an issue if family members or other beneficiaries object. 
That is just a brief summary of why it is so crucial to have proper and 
complete estate planning with a lawyer to be sure that ALL assets avoid 
probate.  A Revocable Living Trust or a Life Estate Deed are two possible 
solutions. Please refer to many of my other articles for practical and detailed 
tips on avoiding probate.

My Dad used to say: “May you live as long as you want and never want as 
long as you live.”  I will add: when you die, may your heirs avoid probate!

Pop-Up Computer Warning Scam
Remembering that being told to convert 

your money into Bitcoin is a sure sign 
that it’s a scam is the lesson behind this 
Coconut Creek Police Department Scam 
Alert. Recently we took a report from a 
74-year-old Coconut Creek woman who 
started getting pop-up warnings on her 
computer. The warnings claimed she had 

been hacked. This is another sign of a scam - a pop-up message making you 
aware of some so-called problem that you never knew you had.

The pop-up messages directed her to a phony phone number the bad guys 
had cloned. They pretended to be agents with the Federal Trade Commission. 
They even went as far as to send the victim a fake picture with the agent’s 
face and badge on it. They told her she was in trouble and the only way out 
of it was to make several withdrawals from her bank account and convert 
her money to Bitcoin. They promised her that once they had her Bitcoin, 
everything would be okay. That of course was a lie. 

Remember that any time someone tries to convince you to send them 
money in the form of Bitcoin, or visit a Bitcoin machine, it’s a scam. Ignore 
the pop-up messages. Don’t call them on your phone.

Fake Bank Employee Scam
The fake bank employee scam is the basis for this Coconut Creek Police 

Department Scam Alert. A 76-year-old Coconut Creek woman recently 

called us after she had fallen victim to this scam. A man pretending to be 
from her bank called her out of the blue and told her that all her accounts 
were compromised. She was scared, which is exactly what the scammer 
wanted. He used her fear to convince her to turn over more of her personal 
information, leading to him scamming her out of thousands of dollars 
in Apple Pay purchases. Fraudsters like Apple Pay because it’s fast and 
convenient. Remember that a bank would never call you and ask for personal 
information. It’s just never going to happen. That is why, if you ever get a 
similar phone call, just hang up because it’s a scam.

Florida DMV Scam
The Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles 

(FLHSMV) is acknowledging a scam involving text messages by phony 
representatives claiming that drivers owe money for unpaid traffic tickets 
or tolls. The text messages contain misspellings and refer to the FLHSMV 
as the “Department of Motor Vehicles.” It directs the person receiving 
the text message to a fake email address where the scammers try to get 
potential victims to reveal personal information or pay the phony tickets. 
The FLHSMV would never send any text messages to anyone proclaiming 
they had unpaid traffic tickets or toll charges. The scammers threaten to 
suspend your license immediately. None of it is true. If you receive a similar 
text message, it’s a scam.

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2025 TRIM Notices
The Broward County Property Appraiser’s Office mails the TRIM 

(proposed tax) Notices in August of each year. This is NOT a tax bill but 
shows your property’s 2025 Just/Market Value, exemptions, and proposed 
taxes as set by the taxing authorities listed on the notice. The TRIM Notice 
is your opportunity to review your 2025 Just/Market Value and ensure you 
are receiving all the tax-saving exemptions you are eligible for. 

Florida Statutes require our office to use January 1st as the date of 
assessment each year. Our office must consider changes in market conditions 
– up or down – when developing the Just/Market Values each year. The 2025 
Just/Market Values are based on the market data from 2024 with January 
1, 2025, as the date of assessment. 

The Property Appraiser’s Office does not set or collect property taxes. If 
you have questions about the proposed tax rates listed on your TRIM Notice, 
you must contact the taxing authorities or attend their public hearings. 
The contact information and public hearing dates for the individual taxing 
authorities are listed to the right of each agency’s name on the TRIM Notice.

I Recently Applied for Homestead Exemption - 
Why Is It Not Showing on my TRIM?

Florida Statutes require our office use January 1st to determine exemption 
eligibility each year.  If you purchased your home after January 1, 2025, 
you are eligible for 2026 Homestead Exemption.  The 2026 exemptions will 

show online at web.bcpa.net in December and be included on your TRIM 
Notice for the 2026 tax year.

I Had Homestead Exemption Last Year - 
Where Did My Exemptions Go?

If you purchased your home in 2024, you may have “inherited” the previous 
owner’s exemptions last year.  These 2024 exemptions were removed at 
the end of 2024 and therefore are not reflected on your 2025 TRIM Notice. 
You can still late file for 2025 Homestead and any other exemptions you 
may qualify for until September 17, 2025. To apply online, please visit our 
website at https://web.bcpa.net/bcpaclient/#/Homestead.

I Am a Senior Citizen – Why Isn’t the Senior Exemption Showing?
The Senior Exemption is both an age and income-based exemption which 

must be applied for by the property owner because of the income requirement. 
To be eligible for this exemption, an applicant must be age 65 or older as 
of January 1, 2025 and have a 2024 adjusted household gross income not 
exceeding $37,694.  If you believe you qualify for this additional exemption, 
you can still late file for this year until September 17, 2025.  To review the 
Senior Exemption requirements and to apply for this exemption online, please 
visit our website at https://web.bcpa.net/bcpaclient/#/SeniorExemption.

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Recently, I visited Miami again and I spent several enriching hours 
at the Perez Art Museum, a fine respite from South Florida August heat 
and humidity. From the Perez Art Museum’s permanent collection, I was 
especially fascinated with the following Contemporary Works of Art; Jana 
Euler’s “Whitney” (a fine juxtaposition between New York City’s Whitney 
Art Museum and the popular American Singer, the late Whitney Houston), 
Joaquin Torres Garcia’s “Construction With 2 Masks” (a very Geometric 
Painting by this Uruquayan Master), Tschabalala Self’s “Chopped Cheese” 
(a fine mixed media creation depicting a Harlem New York City Bodega), 
Robert Rauschenburg’s “Love Hotel,” Glexis Novoa’s “Practical Period” 
(evokes memories of Native Cuban Culture Before The Arrival of the 
Spaniards in Cuba), Sheila Hicks’ “Tapestry” (awesome example of Textile 
Art), Miguel Rios’ “Plumed Crest,” Frank Stella’s “Protractor Variation” 
(a very Geometric Painting by this acclaimed American Master), Harriel 
Revignet’s “Herb Ritual” (a fine mixed media creation employing acrylic, 
seeds, beans, herbs on canvas by this Afro-Brazilian Artist) Tinji Adenyi 
Jones’ “Dance in Heat,” and Cecilia Vicuna’s “Quipo Gut” (an enormous 

Textile Creation).
I also admired the intriguing temporary Gyula Kosice Exhibit with its fine 

depictions of Outer Space in Gyula Kosice’s “Hydrospatial City.” Gyula 
Kosice was a Contemporary Argentine Master who employed glass and 
water in his artistic creations. According to the staff of the Latin American 
Art Museum in Buenos Aires, Argentina, this series of creations by Gyula 
Kosice, the hydrogen and water in this presentation is driven by the water 
vapor in the clouds Conventional Divisions are replaced with new forms of 
modular habitats.

I feel the Gyula 
Kosice Exhibit is especially appealing to children.

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When I was growing up, I don’t think I ever saw a pomegranate, except in 
books. I certainly never tasted one. Olive oil was used in salad dressing, not 
for cooking. Fast forward to today and these are staples in my kitchen. 

The Torah and the Bible are rich with symbolism and stories that frequently 
feature fruits, reflecting the agrarian lifestyles and spiritual significance of 
food in ancient times. Many of these fruits, described thousands of years ago, 
remain staples of diets worldwide today, connecting us to the past in tangible 
ways. In this article, we explore some of the most prominent fruits mentioned 
in these sacred texts and their availability in the modern era.

One of the most emblematic fruits in the Bible is the olive. The olive tree 
is often mentioned as a symbol of peace, prosperity, and divine blessing. For 
instance, in Genesis 8:11, Noah’s dove brings back an olive leaf as a sign that 
the floodwaters have receded. Some olive trees in Israel are literally ancient.

The pomegranate is another fruit with deep biblical significance, often 
associated with righteousness and divine commandments. In Exodus 28:33-
34, pomegranate designs are incorporated into the hem of the High Priest’s 
robe. The fruit’s many seeds are said to symbolize fruitfulness and the 613 
mitzvot of the Torah.

Modern agriculture has ensured that pomegranates are widely available, 
particularly in the fall. Their tart, jewel-like seeds are used in salads, juices, 
and desserts, making them a favorite in contemporary kitchens. They are also 
prized for their health benefits, including antioxidants and vitamins.

Have you ever counted the seeds in a pomegranate? Neither have I. 
Supposedly there are 613 seeds in each fruit-the number of commandments.

Dates, referred to as “honey” in the Bible, are closely tied to the land of 
Israel, “a land flowing with milk and honey” (Exodus 3:8). Dates were a staple 
of ancient diets, offering sweetness and sustenance.

Today, dates are cultivated in many parts of the Middle East, North Africa, 
and California. Varieties like Medjool and Deglet Noor are popular for their 
rich flavor and texture. They are used in snacks, desserts, and even shakes.

Grapes and wine are central to many biblical narratives. In Numbers 13:23, 
grapes are described as one of the fruits brought back from the Promised Land 
by the spies of Israel. Wine, derived from grapes, is a symbol of joy and divine 

blessing, used in rituals and celebrations.
Grapes remain one of the most cultivated and consumed fruits today. Fresh 

grapes are enjoyed worldwide, while wine production has evolved into a 
sophisticated global industry. Whether for a Shabbat Kiddush or a casual 
glass with dinner, wine derived from grapes continues to hold both cultural 
and spiritual significance.

The almond tree is mentioned in Numbers 17:8, where Aaron’s staff buds 
with almond blossoms as a sign of divine choice. Its early blooming in Israel 
makes it a symbol of vigilance and renewal.

Almonds are now a vital part of modern diets, available in forms ranging 
from whole nuts to almond milk and almond flour. Often hailed as a superfood, 
almonds are celebrated for their nutritional value and versatility in cooking 
and baking.

Though apples are not explicitly named as the fruit in the Garden of Eden, 
they have often been associated with the story of the forbidden fruit. Apples 
are mentioned in the Song of Solomon as a symbol of love and beauty.

In the modern world, apples are universally available, with thousands of 
varieties grown globally. They are a staple in lunches, desserts, and beverages, 
and their symbolism continues to resonate, making them an enduring favorite.

How active seniors can lower 
their injury risk

Physical activity is one of the key components of a healthy lifestyle. 
Though physical activity benefits people of all ages, it can be especially 
helpful for seniors by making it easier for them to overcome some of the 
obstacles associated with aging. 

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, physical 
activity supports dail living activities and independence. That’s a significant 
benefit for seniors who are worried that age-related physical and mental 
decline might one day compromise their ability to live independently. The 
CDC also notes that physical activity lowers the risk for early death, heart 
disease, type 2 diabetes, and certain cancers.

• Warm up before working out. Seniors may think they don’t need to 
warm up before exercising because their workouts are not as high-intensity 
as they might have been when they were younger. But Harvard Medical 
School notes that warming up pumps nutrient-rich, oxygenated blood to 
the muscles and helps increase heart rate. The American Council on Exer-
cise reports that warming up helps reduce workout-related injury risk by 
improving tissue elasticity. So prior to beginning a workout, regardless of 
how moderate- or low-intensity that regimen will be, seniors should warm 
up for five to 10 minutes.

• Start with a routine that’s commensurate with your abilities. Seniors 
excited by the prospect of working out must temper that excitement if 
they’re not accustomed to physical activity. Such individuals should consider 
working with a personal trainer. Personal trainers design exercise regimens 
based on each individual client’s fitness levels and goals. As clients make 
progress and their bodies become acclimated to routine physical activity, 
personal trainers can then tweak regimens to make them more challenging. 
Seniors can take on these responsibilities themselves, but are urged to begin 
slowly and gradually build up their exercise tolerance.

• Don’t skip strength training. Seniors may think lifting weights is for 
young people who want to look buff, but the AARP® notes that muscle-
strengthening activities protect the joints, reducing seniors’ risk for injury 
as a result. The Department of Health & Human Services recommends 
seniors who have been cleared to exercise engage in strength training at 
least twice per week.

• Stretch after your workout. Harvard Medical School reports that efforts 
to cool down after a workout, including stretching, can prevent muscle 
cramps and dizziness a nd lengthen muscles throughout the body, which 
improves range of motion. Harvard Medical School recommends holding 
each stretch for 10 to 30 seconds, as the longer a stretch can be held the 
more flexible individuals’ muscles will be.

Physical activity is an essential component of a healthy lifestyle for seniors. 
Active seniors can take various steps to reduce their injury risk so they can 
continue to reap the rewards of exercising for years to come.
